LIBERTY of thought, expression, belief, faith and worship;
EQUALITY of status and of opportunity and to promote among them all;

FRATERNITY assuring the dignity of the individual and the Unity and integrity of
the Nation

IN OUR CONSTITUENT ASSEMBLY this twenty sixth day of November 1949, do
HEREBY ADOPT, ENACT AND GIVE TO OURSELVES THIS CONSTITUTION.

THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA

Chapter IV A
Fundamental Duties

ARTICLE 51A

Fundamental duties - It shall be the duty of every citizen of India

(a) to abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals and institution, the National flag
and the National Anthem;

b) to cherish and follow the noble ideals which inspired our national struggle for
freedom

c) to uphold and protect the sovereignty, unity and integrity of India;

d) to defend the country and render national service when called upon to do so;
e) to promote harmony and spirit of common service brotherhood amongst all the
people of India transcending religious, linguistic and regional or sectional

diversities; to renounce practices derogatory to the dignity of women;

f) to value and preserve the rich heritage of our composite culture;

9) to protect and improve the natural environment including forests, lakes, rivers,
wild life and to have compassion for living creatures;

h) to develop the scientific temper, humanism and the sprit of inquiry and reform;
i) to safeguard public property and abjure violence;
j) to strive towards excellence in all spheres of individual and collective activity

so that the nation constantly rise to higher levels of endeavours and
achievements;
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RASHTRIYA MILITARY SCHOOL

The courageous deeds and the fighting abilities of the Indian troops during
the First World War attained legendry status. In appreciation of these acts of
valour and sacrifice, King George V, (1865-1936) who was the king of Great
Britain and the Emperor of India from 1901-1936 decided to set up educational
institutions for the sons of native soldiers. That is how these schools were
named as King George Royal Indian Military College (KGRIMC). Initially these
schools were opened between 1925-1930 at Jhelum, Jalandar and Ajmer. In
1945 when World War |l came to an end, King George VI founded two more
King George Royal Military Colleges to facilitate education for the sons of
defence personnels from South, in peninsular India, known for its peace,
prosperity and proclivity for excellence in all spheres of human endeavor. One
of the chosen locations was Bangalore, with its salubrious climate and sylvan
surroundings. The King George VI Royal Indian College, Bangalore came into
being in Aug 1946. The School was recognized on the lines of Public Schools
in September 1952 and it became a member of elite Indian Public Schools’
Conference (IPSC).

This School prepared cadets for the Senior Cambridge Examination from
1952 to 1963. Later, after four years of its affiliation to the ICSE the school
adopted the CBSE syllabus in 1967. In 1966, schools were rechristened as
‘Military School’ with the name of the city added to it. The school thus came to
be known as “Bangalore Military School”.

From 1998, the school was known as “Military School, Bangalore’. With its
motto “Sheelam Param Bhushanam” which means “Character is the highest
Virtue”, the school continues to maintain distinctive military ethos, facilitated
by Army Officers heading the institutions. The school prides itself on the
impressive lineup of illustrious alumni in all walks of life. In the Defence
Forces, there are four 3 star Generals from the School serving together at one
time. There are Politicians, Scientists, Senior Level Bureaucrats and National
Level personalities from amongst the old boys. They are an inspiration to the
present generation of students to excel in their chosen pursuits. The school is
known as “Rashtriya Military School” Bangalore, since 2007.
